e A 200-word essay expressing your career objectives and reasons for selecting your graduate major.

e A photocopy of the official transcript from the institution awarding the first bachelor’s degree for master’s applicants
(which includes degree and date conferred) or from the institution awarding the master’s degree for doctoral applicants
(which includes degree and date conferred). If you are a Texas State graduate, a transcript will be provided by the Graduate
College.

e Three letters of recommendation in sealed envelopes with signature across the seal. Recommendation letters should be
sent directly to you from professional individuals familiar with your academic background and ability (including two letters
from professors). Please do not submit letters separately from the application packet.
